That would be the Welfare Bill which will cut £12 billion from the welfare budget inflicting even more terrible levels of poverty and deprivation on the already poverty-stricken. 
 
As part of this event Sussex Defend the NHS is organising an NHS-focused protest centred round the Roll of Dishonour (the list of Peers and MPs voting for the Health and Social Care Act who have private healthcare interests produced by Bromley NHA). We will have both our banners down at the centre, placards, and flyer and are intending to make a really loud noise with our new megaphone. We’ll need to as demonstrators are usually kept on the other side of a wide road from the Brighton centre where the conference is taking place with tall barriers in front of the building. Ah but might things be different and more inclusive this year? Will be interesting to see.
